Chinese/Asian Literacy:  Applicant must demonstrate an interest in and commitment 
to Asian culture through active engagement in formal study of language, fine arts, 
performing arts, martial arts, or history.  
 

Achievement:  Applicant must demonstrate strong academic achievement and/or show 
motivation, perseverance, and interest in academic success. 
 

Leadership:  Applicant should have a history of leadership in their personal, 
community, and/or academic life, as opportunity allows.
