ELIGIBILITY 
 

Membership:  Applicant must an active member of the Marin Chinese Cultural 
Association (MCCA).  Applicant must be either a U.S. citizen or an eligible non-citizen 
with a registration card or equivalent documentation. International Students are 
welcome. 
 

School Enrollment:  Applicant must attend an accredited or state-approved high school, 
follow a state-sanctioned high-school equivalent independent education program, or be 
enrolled in an undergraduate academic program leading to a degree. 
 
First-Generation Student: First-generation students are categorized simply as those who 
are the first in their family to attend college. They will be first in their immediate family 
to graduate from a four-year college or the equivalent. 
 

Community Commitment/Responsibility:  Applicant must have a clear and consistent 
history of one or more of the following: 
 

(1) volunteer work benefitting individuals, groups, non-profit organizations, or 
schools; 

(2) work for pay necessitated by financial need. 
 

Achievement:  Applicant must demonstrate strong academic achievement and/or show 
motivation, perseverance, and interest in academic success. 
 

Leadership:  Applicant should have a history of leadership in their personal, 
community, and/or academic life. 
 



APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
 

All applicants are required to complete an MCCA Award application, which includes  
• a personal statement 
• a transcript, and  
• two letters of recommendation from teachers, coaches, or work supervisors.
